(b) to cooperate on matters that may affect the safe and reliable
supply of gas.

UNDERTAKINGS

4.1 Energy Safe and NOPSA undertake to give effect to the arrangements
and procedures set out in the MOU.

4.2 Energy Safe and NOPSA undertake to establish and maintain liaison
contacts to ensure the effective operation of this MOU and to whom
any communication about the operation of this MOU is to be
addressed. Any changes to a party’s liaison contact or their contact
details are to be communicated to the other party as soon as
reasonably practicable.

4.3 Energy Safe and NOPSA undertake to provide information from time
to time to inform each other’s staff of their roles and responsibilities in
areas of mutual interest, and any relevant changes to the regulatory
instruments overseen by them.

4.4 This MOU will be jointly reviewed by the liaison contacts on an annual
basis, or otherwise as agreed in writing between the parties.

PRIVACY

5.1 Energy Safe and NOPSA respectively:

PSA

(a) assure each other that any Personal or Health Information as
defined in the Privacy Legislation disclosed by one to the other in
connection with this MOU has been collected in accordance with
applicable Privacy Legislation, that the individual to whom the
information relates has been aware of the identity of the
organisation collecting the information and of the other matters of
which the individual is required to be informed under applicable
Privacy Legislation, and that the disclosure of the information to,
and its use by, the organisation to which it is disclosed is
authorised by the individual or by law;

(b) agree not to use, disclose, store, transfer or handle Personal
Information collected in connection with this MOU except in
accordance with applicable Privacy Legislation; and

(c) to co-operate with any reasonable request of the other party
relating to the protection of Personal Information or the
investigation of a complaint about the handling of Personal
Information.

Privacy Legislation means laws in respect of privacy and the
protection of personal and health information including, without
limitation, the Information Privacy Act 2000 (Vic), the Health Records
Act 2001 (Vic) and the Privacy Act 1988 (Cth).

6 CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

6.1

With respect to any information supplied by one party to the other in
connection with this MOU designated as confidential, each party
agrees to:

(a) protect the confidential information in a reasonable and
appropriate manner and in accordance with any applicable
professional standards;

(b) use and reproduce confidential information only for the purposes
set out in this MOU; and

(c) not disclose or otherwise make available confidential information
other than to persons who have a need to know the information
to give effect to the purposes set out in this MOU.

Paragraph 6.1 shall not apply to information which is:
(a) publicly known;
(b) already known to the receiving party; or

(c) disclosed by either Energy Safe or NOPSA to a third party
without restriction.

7 AMENDMENT, VARIATION OR MODIFICATION

This MOU may be amended, varied or modified by a further MOU in
writing duly signed by the parties.

Notwithstanding the above, Schedules to this MOU may be added,
amended, varied or modified by the insertion of one or more new
schedules duly signed by the parties. Schedules to this MOU may be




removed by agreement between the parties, such agreement to be
attested by a note to that effect duly signed by the parties and
appended to this MOU.

8 ADMINISTRATION

The primary liaison contacts for all matters covered in this MOU wiill
be:

— Energy Safe Victoria — Director of Energy Safety
— NOPSA - Deputy Chief Executive Officer of NOPSA

The parties will maintain and exchange up to date contact lists of
personnel for policy, operational and administrative matters relevant to
this MOU.

Energy Safe and NOPSA will meet formally on a 6 monthly basis, or
as otherwise agreed, to discuss policy and operational issues
concerning companies and issues of mutual interest. These meetings
will be attended by the primary liaison contacts of both parties, or their
delegates, and other policy and operational personnel as relevant.

As soon as reasonably practicable following the signing of this MOU
the parties will exchange lists of the companies and issues of mutual
interest covering:

— facilities and infrastructure of mutual interest located in the State
of Victoria or in waters offshore from this State; and

- the owners and operators of those facilities and infrastructure,
that are of mutual interest.

9 INFORMATION EXCHANGE AND CONSULTATION

9.1

The parties will exchange information, where relevant, to assist each
other in their jurisdictional roles. This information may include
information on safety cases, management systems, authority
inspections and audits, incidents that occur, enforcement action taken,
and other information relevant to the scope of this MoU, for facilities,
infrastructure, owners and operators of mutual interest.

The parties will advise each other of any proposed changes to their
policies, legislation or regulation that impact on the operation of
facilities and infrastructure of mutual interest.

The parties will consult each other, as appropriate, in the preparation
of any guidelines, codes of practice, guidance notes, protocols or
similar material to assist owners and operators of mutual interest to
meet their relevant legislative obligations.

NOPSA will as soon as reasonably practicable notify Energy Safe if it
intends to take any action or becomes aware of any circumstance that
may materially impact on the supply of gas.

10 INSPECTIONS AND AUDITS

10.1

The parties may jointly conduct audits and inspections of companies,
facilities and infrastructure of mutual interest with the objective of
assisting each other through shared expertise and knowledge of
relevant matters for the operating companies, facilities and
infrastructure.

Where it is necessary for a party to conduct an urgent audit or
investigation of an incident that may impact on the jurisdiction of the
other party, the party proposing to conduct the audit or investigation
will notify the other party as soon as reasonably practicable of their
proposed action.

11 INCIDENTS, INVESTIGATIONS AND PROSECUTIONS

NOPSA

As soon as reasonably practicable after becoming aware of an
accident, incident or dangerous occurrence within a company or at a
facility of mutual interest, the party will provide information to the other
party on that accident, incident or dangerous occurrence.

The parties may conduct joint investigations of accidents, incidents or
dangerous occurrences where agreed as appropriate. In any case,
the parties will exchange information, where appropriate, on the
investigation of accidents, incidents and dangerous occurrences
involving facilities of mutual interest, including information on
investigation outcomes and potential implications at other facilities.

The parties will exchange information, where appropriate, on
prosecutions undertaken relating to legislative breaches in relation to
facilities, infrastructure, owners and operators of mutual interest.
